MISSION

Vanessa’s Big Heart Foundation is committed primarily to funding research into the causes and cures for pediatric heart disease.  In the process we also hope to help "Little Kids w/ Big Hearts" better enjoy their lives, and to support the Children’s Cardiomyopathy Foundation's (CCF’s) online support system.  
YEAR IN REVIEW

2009 was another touching year of success.  Team Big Heart again saw terrific growth with 63 participants. While contributions received were down a bit to $27,347 (versus $44K the prior year).  Blame it on the recession, but the team growth is certain to allow us to continue our historical expectation, and just as important is that we continue to inspire troubled families, kids, doctors, and many others along the way … 
Awards provided by VBHF during 2009 consisted of a thank you luncheon provided to the doctors and nurses of Texas Children’s’ Hospital (TCH) Cardiovascular ICU; concurrently a $25,000 donation was made to support research into pediatric heart disease conducted at TCH; as well as, cover the cost of transporting the kids to Camp Pump it Up in April 2010.
We took a few strides in hopes of getting a bit more organized for the 2010 marathon; some of the steps included holding volunteer meetings to better organize and coordinate next years Team, set up, and the actual race weekend.  We also decided to make a real effort to being listed as an “Official” charity of the Houston Marathon for the 2010 year so have gone through the steps and paperwork necessary to qualify.  The marathon has undertaken tremendous changes to better support the official charities for 2010, to include the availability of Hero entries, where a runner can still sign up after the general entries have sold out but must contribute $350 to an official charity to obtain the late entry, they’re also allowing official charities to purchase late entries in order to use at their discretion (this will allow us to not only generate additional contributions, but to allow people with touching stories who need an entry to run with us).  We are very excited about the possibilities of these changes and look forward to sharing the results in the next annual report.
